Eligibility Requirements:  

a. Scholarship:  Student must be a second semester junior or a first semester senior and must have a grade point average of at least 4.7.     * You have already met this requirement.
b. Character:  A list of all potential candidates is circulated to the entire Normal West faculty for review and evaluation.  A faculty council will also evaluate and discuss each completed application.
c. School Related Activities:  Candidate must have a minimum of 4 school related activities (includes teams, clubs, musical groups...).  Applicants will complete form and have a supervising adult sign to verify this activity.  
d. Service:  Candidates must have participated in a minimum of 3 school-sponsored and/or community related activities during high school.  Examples of school related include student government, SADD, Key Club, class board, athletics, etc.)  and community activities such as boy or girl scouts, church groups, soup kitchen, etc. (a minimum of 4 activities must be from school activities and a minimum of 3 activities must be community activities.
** c.  School Related Activities    +   d.  Service    must = 10.
e. Leadership:  Candidates must have held at least two positions of leadership, either elected or appointed.  Examples include officer of a club, committee chairperson, section leader in the band, captain of a team, etc.
